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MTC CITiIZEN’S CHARTER

BACKGROUND

The Maritime Training Council (MTC) was created on May 1, 1984 by virtue of LOI
1404 as an attached agency of the Department of Labor and Employment. The Council is
composed of the following member agencies: the Professional Regulation Commission
(PRC), Commission on Higher Education (CHED), Philippine Coast Guard (PCG),
Maritime Industry Authority (MARINA), Philippine Overseas Employment Administration
(POEA), Overseas Workers Welfare Administration (OWWA), and Office of the
President, Department of Foreign Affairs (DFA), Maritime Training Council Secretariat
(MTC Secretariat), and the Private Sector represented by Associated Marine Officers’
and Seamens’ Union of the Philippines (AMOSUP), Filipino Association for Mariners’
Employment (FAME), Philippine Association of Maritime Training Centers, Inc.
(PAMTCI). Other government agencies are also invited as Observers such as the
Technical Education and Skills Development Authority (TESDA), National
Telecommunications Commission (NTC), National Maritime Polytechnic (NMP), and the
Department of Health (DOH).

Its primary function is to give full and complete effect to the 1978 Standards of
Training, Certification and Watchkeeping Convention (STCW) to which the Philippines is
a signatory. The STCW Convention is an international qualification standard for
employment of seafarers on board sea going ships which was enforced worldwide in
1984.

Under LOI 1404, the MTC is mandated to perform the following functions:

e Develop, formulate and prescribe training standards;

e Assist the Commission on Higher Education (CHED) in regulating and
supervising seafarers training centers;
Liaise and coordinate with international organizations particularly the IMO as
regards the training of seafarers;
Formulate rules and regulations to implement the STCW 78 Convention, as
amended to attain the objectives of LOI 1404,
Prescribe and collect fees from seafarers training centers as part of the
Seafarer’s Welfare Fund;
Undertake special programs/projects in furtherance of the training and
upgrading of seafarers; and
Study, evaluate and recommend to CHED the maximum enrolment of
nautical schools to ensure that graduates will have the opportunity to be
employed after graduation.
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
